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“I photographed Comet Hale-Bopp in the

skies above South Hero, Vermont, on a

frigid night in March 1997. Looking back,

this shot marked a turning point and the

end of an era—it was one of the last pho-

tographs I shot using film. The Burlington

Free Press, the Gannett daily newspaper I

was working for at the time, was one of

the first papers to switch to digital pho-

tography. Although the cameras were

expensive ($12,000 each) and prehistoric

by today's standards, we could tell that

the world of photography was about to

undergo a seismic shift. Copies of this

print were sold as a fundraiser for the

South Hero Volunteer Fire Department

and Rescue Squad in the late 1990s. 

When looking back on more than 30

years of newspaper, wire-service, and

freelance photography, I sometimes

think it was watching my SBS classmate

Peter Szto ’73 working in the darkroom

at the Brook that planted a photographic

seed in me that years later blossomed

into a rewarding career.”
